HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA OPTIONS
Students have two options for completing their high school 
equivalency. Upon registration and completion of an onsite 
assessment, it will be determined which
option is best for you. The two options are:

•	GED® Test – Students take classes at CCBC to prepare to
take the GED®, the high school equivalency test.

•	National External Diploma Program® (NEDP) 
– Maryland state-approved method to earn a high 
school diploma. NEDP® is designed as a confidential, 
self-paced program for adults that takes between 6 
and 15 months to complete. There is no instruction, 
but there is ongoing guidance and support through 
weekly appointments with trained CCBC staff. All work
is completed through online assignments.

In-person and remote learning options available.

GETTING STARTED
1. Schedule appointments for assessment and 

registration.

• Call 443-840-3456 to schedule an appointment for 
an assessment session.

2. Attend assessment appointment.

• Arrive on time for the scheduled appointment.

• No one will be admitted to the assessment without 
an appointment or after testing has begun. Take 
reading and math assessments and view diploma 
options presentation. Receive orientation and 
registration dates.

3. Return for scheduled orientation and 
registration.

• Learn more about program details, class sequence 
and student expectations.

• Meet with a CCBC advisor who will register you for a 
GED-prep class based on your assessment results and 
demonstrated skills level or refer you to the National 
External Diploma Program (NEDP).

• Although these options are grant-funded, some fees 
may apply. You will be advised of any additional costs 
before placement.

Important notes:

•	 Students must be at least 18 years of age to enroll.

•	 Students under 19 must provide a copy of official 
withdrawal papers from the last school attended.

•	 No copies can be made at appointments.

•	 Please do not bring children with you to intake
appointments.
